The University of São Paulo doesn’t offer accommodation to exchange students.

Internship programs for exchange students in Brazil are not allowed by the University of São
Paulo.

After fi l l ing it
up, they will  receive an e-mail with a pdf file, which must be
printed and signed by themselves and by the International
Relations Office of their Home University.

III. The Application Form must be scanned and sent by e-mail to
incoming.eca@usp.br. Students must also send a document that
certifies the intermediate level of Portuguese (proficiency
certificate CELPE-BRAS or letter from the Home University
attesting the level)*.

IV.  Student will  receive an e-mail confirming the receipt of the
application. They will  also receive a website's l ink to complete
an online registration, where the following documents must be
uploaded:

 -  Recommendation letter written by a professor of the Home
University;
 -  Study Plan;
 - Transcripts of records issued by the Home University;
 -  Copy of the passport page that contains personal data;
 - A photo in “.jpg” format (Max. Size 50Kb);

* It is not mandatory to send this document, but Brazilians living
abroad are obliged to send a copy of their RG.
